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La: Salle Defeats Blue And Gold Quintet To End Olneyite Passers 
Catholic U. Five 
In Close Contest 
Cardinals Trail Throughout En­

tire Contest; Both Teams 
Have Good Foul Shooting 
Average. 

On the 16th of January the Car­
dinals journeyed to Olney Heights 
only to taste revenge at the hands 
of the Explorers. Alter the football 
defeat suffered at Washington last 
autumn, the Laspllites were deter­
mined to retaliate by handing the 
Catholic University aggregation a 
setback, which they did in a noble 
form. 

At the end of the first twenty min­
utes of the game the Tanseermen 
were ahead by far with the score 
17 to 9. Up to this point Kratochwil! 
was the leading scorer for the 01-
neyites with four field goals and one 
foul, a total of nine points. The 
leading scorer of the opposition was 
Carroll, with three field goals and 
one foul, totaling in all seven points. 

In the second hall of the game, 
the margin of points which the home 
team enjoyed must have proved an 
incentive for the visitors.

Season With Six More Tilts Conquer Speedy 
Within a period of two weeks, La 

Salle's fast-rising quintet will line 
up five times against crackerjack op­
ponents in an attempt to. gather 
more Blue and Gold victories and 
bring back the Explorers' most suc­
cessful court season. These five 
games will draw the curtain for La 
Salle's nineteen-game roster. 

Tonight the quint will travel north 
to meet St. Thomas at Scranton. 
Tuesday will find them at Overbrook 
in another attempt to overthrow the 
strong Cardinal and Gray St. Joseph 
outfit. On Thursday, February 18, 
the Explorers will visit the capital 
city and give Catholic University a 
chance to redeem themselves, while 
on Wednesday, February 24, and 
Friday, February 26, the Tanseermen 
will remain at home and play host 
to West Chester Teachers' College 
and St. Thomas College, respective­
ly.

Catholic University will try hard 

to break the spell the Blue and Gold 
had over them in a previous meet­
ing at the Twentieth and Olney 
court. Here they were very unman­
nerly treated, as their hosts sailed 
through a 40-23 victory. But the 
Cardinals have bucked up since and 
gathered four wins for themselves 
which shows their good improve­
ment and which will prove their 
good showing. 

West Chester 
West Chester State Teachers' Col­

lege is anxiously awaiting another 
chance at La Salle's wooden way 
Explorers. In a previous game this 
season, played on the Teachers' 
floor, the Blue and Gold rushed 
th.rough the Professors for a 39-24 
victory after allowing the Peda­
gogues to hold a 13-11 advantage at 
intermission. 

Finale 
Again this year the Tanseermen 

will meet the Tommies from Scran­
ton and then call it quits. This 
windup game is always the prize 
contest of the season featuring two 
teams anxious to win. 

P. M. C. Squad Basketeers Nip 
Downed By Blue ( Pedagogues At 
And Gold Quint W. Chester Gym 
Tanseermen Defeat Opponents 

At Hyatt Gymnasium, Ches­
ter, to the Tune of 51-34. 

'The Cadets of Pennsylvania Mil­
itary College met more than their 
match in their formidable opponents 
from La Salle, 51-34, in a free scor­
ing, wide-open shooting contest 
which was played in the Hyatt Gym 
at West Chester on Wednesday eve­
ning, January 27, 1937. 

Explorers Grab Lead 

In accordance with its usual cus­
tom, the Explorer quintet stepped 
up its style of play to completely 
submerge its opponents throughout 
the first half. With Stan Mace! on 
the pivot for the Blue and Gold, re­
ceiving competent support from his 
high-scoring forwards, Hoers! and 
Kratochwil!, La Salle made use of 
all manner of passing and shooting 
to fairly outdistance the enemy by 
a 23-10 halftime advantage. 

Offensive Play Features
