During the past half decade l-,a Salle has experienced the greatest 
transition period in her long and impressive career. Architects' draw­
ings and administrators' dreams have become reality. A new Student 
Union building slowly took shape on the edge of McCarthy Field. At 
the close of last semester, the recently erected Science Building was 
open to the public.

school. Some of the more aggress_ive neighbors in the area were seri­
ously thinking of marching on City Hall to protest the planned park­
ing lot. The reason for their opposition was the income they would 
lose from students who were willing to pay a nominal fee to park in 
their driveways. 

With the opening of the Student Union Building, the barber shop 
was relocated on the basement floor of the new structure. The new 
shop is mol'.e spacious and now boasts of three talented barbers.

Because of increasing costs and 
the monetary needs of the College 
Union, a "pa·y as you play" plan is 
being formulated by which a token 
charge will be collected for the use 
of the game facilities. 

Plan's Feasibility 
The feasibility of such a plan 

was proved through the results of 
a nation-wide survey conducted by 
the Union Director. In this survey, 
Mr. Veen contacted one hundred 
universities and colleges through-· 
out the country and questioned 
them on their game room policies. 

The information below is a sum-

mary of findings brought forth by· 
,he questionnaires. • 

1. One hundred contacts were 
made 

2. Seventy-eight replied 
3. Sixty-five have ~ame rooms 
4. Thirty-five make charges for 

use of facilities. 
Out of the remaining thirty that 
do not charge, over half have an 
assessment fee which they collect 
along with tuition. 

Penn State's Levies 
An example is Penn State Uni­

versJty which levies a twenty-dollar 
fee per year for such activities. 
This twenty-dollar figure is com­
mon among those schools that 
have an assessment. 

La Salle's plan_ would be less 
costly than those already mention­
ed. There would be a small hourly 
rate which would vary according 
to the equipment used.

of the Academie des Sciences of 
France. Professor Morse received 
his B.A. from Colby University in 
1914. In 1915 he was awarded his 
master's and two years later took 
his Ph.D. in mathematics at Har­
vard. From 1925 until 1926 he 
served as associate professor of 
mathematics at Brown University. 
He then returned to Harvard as 
Professor of Mathematics. 

In 1935 he was appointed to the 
staff of the Institute for Advanced 
StudY,, Princeton New Jersey, per­
haps the most famous institution 
in the country for- advanced re­
search in mathematics and phys­
ics. 

Professor Morse is noted for his 
contributions to to the knowledge 
of-dynamical systems, the function 
theory, and calculus of variations 
in the large. Wary that an iso­
lated study of mathematics could 
prove dangerous to the modern 
world. Professor Morse has con­
stantly urged that mathematics 
be studied in association with the 
humane disciplines, especially phi­
losophy. He holds honorary de-· 
grees from Sorbonne, Pisa, Vienna, 
and in this country, Kenyon Col­
lege, and Notre Dame.
